
 Baptists must not make the same 
mistake as the Shulamite girl who kept 
everyone else's vineyard to the neglect 
of her own. This being said, there is a 
kingdom that is larger than our own 
local ministry.  "But seek ye first the 
kingdom of God, and His righteous-
ness; and all these things shall be added 
unto you," Matthew 6:33.  As New 
Testament Baptists we repudiate the 
Protestant view of the Universal, In-
visible Church.  Hence, we are not here 
to build a kingdom on earth, millennial 
glory belongs to Christ; nor are we 
interested to forming a convention or 
any other ecclesiastical organization. 
But what about the kingdom of God 
which extends beyond our immediate 
ministries? 
 Should we preach only to our Jeru-
salem? Do we win only souls that are 
potential members of our church? And 
are we concerned about buttering only 
our side of the toast!?  
 As Independent Baptists there is 
strength in our autonomy, but we must 
endeavor to be inter-dependent and not 
too independent. It is possible to be-
come so isolated that we are non-
cooperative concerning scriptural en-
deavors.  As an example, take the local 

area of southern Ohio. There are some 
wonderful and sound churches in the 
Greater Cincinnati area, and yet we 
cannot seem to work together to pro-
mote and invest in a Bible college. 
Why is this?  
          1. Perhaps there is jealousy in-
volved. When Ronald Reagan took 
office in 1980 he said "Men, we can get 
a lot of work done around here if we 
don't worry about who receives the 
credit."  A Proud ego is detrimental in 
the Lord's work. 
          2. Self-absorbed attitudes. "How 
does it benefit my ministry?" 
          3. Majoring on the minors. Is it 
not enough that we agree on doctrines 
that concern Authority of Scripture, 
Soteriology, ecclesiology, theology,      
separation, and evangelism—must we 
divide over minor issues such as      
canned music, bus ministries, head 
coverings, and decorum? 
          4. I believe insecurity causes us 
to be too suspicious of one another, and      
we fail to see the potential of working 
together for the glory of the Lord. Oh 
that we could see that we are called to 
further the Lord's kingdom, not ours! 
We must train young men and women 
for the ministry and church related 

work and must strengthen Bible educa-
tion among our people instead of send-
ing them to compromising Christian 
colleges. 
 Antioch Baptist College is just one 
example. Independent Baptists do a 
noble job of supporting one another's 
missionaries, but we seem to divide too 
soon when it comes to other endeavors. 
Granted, anything that man originates 
tends towards apostasy. This is why 
ABC is under the auspices of a New 
Testament Church and has Baptist 
preachers for leadership, not educators. 
Perhaps in thirty years Antioch Baptist 
College (ABC) will betray the Lord; 
then, I say, kill the college and praise 
the Lord for thirty wonderful years!!  
The greater concern is the shameful 
neglect now. There is a huge gap in our 
Baptist ranks, and the next generation 
is adrift due largely to Baptists such as 
ourselves.  Does it make sense to com-
plain against Arminian kingdom build-
ers while we never contend for the 
once-given faith outside our own vaca-
tion Bible schools?? 
 I have told several that Dan Ferrell 
does NOT have to be the president of 
ABC. Certainly someone else could do 
a better job, remembering that it is not 
about recognition or promotion. The 
only degree that I covet is the W.D. 
degree (Well Done thou good and 
faithful servant) not the Ph.D or Th.D. 
If sound Baptists refuse to seek the 
kingdom of God first and  care only 
about their own kingdom, then we will 
continue to see a decline of Baptist 
principles in America. And should

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The decline of American educa-
tion has been in progress since the 
early days of American history.  
The progress has been so incre-
mental that few noticed the pro-
found effect this decline would 
have on education in the years to 
come.  In early America, most chil-
dren went to private schools, and in 
the early 1800's approximately 90% 
of children attended school.  This is 
especially interesting when we con-
sider that there were no compulsory 
attendance laws at that time. 
 

John Adams framed the 
article which both con-
firmed the special legal 
status of Harvard and em-
phasized the common-
wealth’s continued interest 
in public education.  The 
strongest support for the 
article came from the Har-
vard-Boston establishment 
which wanted to maintain 
the link between govern-
ment and school. (NEA, 
Trojan Horse in Education). 
 
Now with the marriage of educa-

tion and government, the stage was set 
for the downgrading of education in 
general.  In the purpose and plan of the 
elite educators, the private schools 
would eventually become servants and 
agents of the government to the extent 
that private schools would no longer 
teach what they wanted and how they 
wanted, but they would be required to 
teach the curriculum provided by the 
government education organizations. 

Harvard University was at the 
helm of education from the early 
years of our country and has been 
the epicenter of education reform 
from the very beginning of public 
education.  Harvard in the begin-
ning was run by Calvinists, who 

believed in the depravity of man 
and the need of a God to save him; 
but in 1805 the Unitarians took over 
the administration of Harvard and 
have controlled it ever since.  This 
turned education on its head; and 
now, instead of believing that God 
was the Creator of man and man 
owed his origin and responsibility 
to God, the Unitarians believed in a 
universal God, a god that is in eve-
rything, and that man is a part of 
that God, actually that God is an 
extension of man.  This was the 
start of a precarious future for edu-
cation, because the Unitarians be-
lieved that education was the only 
way to solve the problem of evil—it 
would eliminate poverty, ignorance, 
injustice and crime.  So far this has 
not happened. 

As a result of this philosophy, 
Harvard insisted on having public 
primary schools and started them in 
Boston, Massachusetts, in 1818, 
taking their philosophy from Robert 
Owen, who believed that he had 
discovered the basic principle of 
moral improvement and that it was 
through upbringing, education, and 
environment and not by the individ-
ual through God’s grace.  He be-
lieved that the character of a whole 
nation could be molded by his prin-
ciples and that it would be to the 
good of all.  Thus, “socialism began 
as an educational movement to re-
form the character of man into 
‘future man.’”  With the likes of 
Horace Man, Karl Marx, G. Stanley 
Hall, John Dewey, et al, there can 
be no wonder that our education 
system is in collapse today, and 
money cannot buy it back. 

Georg Wilhelm Friedrich Hegel 
(August 27, 1770 - November 14, 
1831), represented German Ideal-

ism, which pointed every student to a 
transcendental yet impersonal God.  
This had a serious impact upon educa-
tion.  Then Charles Darwin (12 Febru-
ary 1809 - 19 April 1882), reversed 
Hegel’s idealism into materialism.  
Hegel taught that we were all a part of 
a universal mind that is greater than we 
are, but Darwin believed that we were 
linked in kinship to the lower animals.  
This again turned education into a so-
cial catastrophe.   

Darwin won out over Hegel, and 
with the publication of Darwin’s Origin 
of Species, education took a drastic turn 
which has effected a global social 
change in education.  His philosophy 
has affected every facet of society: edu-
cational, political, and religious. 

As education leaders demanded 
their approval for schools to operate, 
accreditation came along with more 
power than any organization should 
have, an elitist power that operates out 
of elitist pride and arrogance.  If the 
head is bad, the whole body is bad.  
Therefore, schools which succumb to 
accreditation by government institu-
tions are part and lot with those who 
are their masters. This is not to say 
these schools do not offer scholarly 
instruction, but they have become part-
ners with many moral and social ta-
boos. 

As a result, Antioch Baptist Col-
lege is not interested in being 
“accredited,” which simply means that 
we would be giving over the principle 
basis for education to others who may 
very well have different convictions 
than we.  The upper echelon of the 
American education system has no 
accountability to anyone; they are the 
ruling elders of education.  We will not 
have this kind of power over us.  We 
desire God’s power, the Holy Spirit’s 
leadership, and Christ’s approval.  That 
is all we need. 

This does not mean, however, that 
we lower standards in education.  We 
are firmly committed to solid and scrip-
tural education for every student who 
comes to our classes.  May God be 
pleased no matter whether the govern-
ment is pleased or not.  We promise 
you commitment, high standards, and 
faithfulness to the cause.  That is all 
that we can do, and we believe that is 
all God intends for us to do.                �

Why “Because of”?

 “Because of” is not the most 
usual translation of the Greek 
preposition eis.  Many preposi-
tions, Greek and English, are used 
to express various relationships.  
For example, look up the words 
“to,” “in,” “on,” and “for” in a 
large English dictionary.  This has 
been an instructive exercise even 
for some college students. 
 Young’s concordance lists a 
dozen different translations of eis 
in the King James version, then 
adds “etc.”  The good English 
bishops, whose creed teaches bap-
tismal regeneration, avoided the 
translation “because of,” but it fits 
excellently in several passages. 
 Three times in Matt. 10:41-42 
eis is rendered “in”—”in the 
name.” Obviously this means 
“because of the name”’ in fact, it is 
so explained in Mark 9:41, though 
there the preposition used is en. 
 Ninevites “repented at (eis) the 
preaching of Jonas. 
 “Wherefore,” meaning “why,” 
is the King James rendering of two 
Greek words, eis ti, which could be 
translated “Because of what?” 
 So it is evident that “because 
of” is a legitimate translation of eis 
if it can be justified from context, 
and the New Testament context 
makes this the best possible trans-
lation in Acts 2:38.    

Mission Of 
The Church

 The churches’ mission is spe-
cifically stated in what is known as 
the Great Commission (Matt. 
28:29-20). This commission was 
given to his church (not to the apos-
tles only).  If this is not so, the 
church is usurping his authority.  If 
it was not given to his churches, 
then to whom was it given? There 
are three things stated in it: 

A. Make disciples  -  get folks 
saved. 

B. Mark disciples  -  baptize them 
property. 

C. Mature disciples  -  teach and 
train them to do. 

 The initial item the church is to 
do is preach the gospel to every 
creature.  Nothing can take the 
place of preaching (this means wit-
nessing, too). Paul tells us that the 
preaching of the cross is to them 
that perish foolishness; but unto us 
which are saved it is the power of 
God. (1 Cor. 1:18); that in the wis-
dom of God … it pleased God by 
the foolishness of preaching to save 
them that believe (1 Cor. 1:21);  
that the gospel they preach is the 
power of God unto salvation to eve-
ryone that believeth; to the Jew 
first, and also to the Greek. (Rom. 
1:16); and that our gospel came not 
unto you in word only, but also in 
power … (1 Thess. 1:5).
