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 In Philippians chapter one, verse 
twenty, the apostle Paul made this 
statement: "...So now also Christ shall 
be magnified in my body, whether it be 
by life, or by death." 
 The question is, how will we mag-
nify Christ? Will it be willingly, in and 
by our living for him, or must he mag-
nify himself over us in our death? The 
beloved apostle went on to say in verse 
twenty-one, For to me to live is Christ, 
and to die is gain. This means that our 
brother, Paul, lived so close to the Sav-
ior that it was actually as though Jesus 
Christ were still walking among men: 
when people saw Paul, they were see-
ing a reflection of Christ on earth—
think of it! Is this true of us today? Do 
others actually see Christ in our lives? 
 

Divided Lives 
 
 Many Christians divide their present 
lives into two compartments—one they 
label "Sacred" and the other "Secular." 
Sacred is what they do on Sunday or 
other special days, such as: going to 

church, visitation, reading their Bibles, 
praying, etc.—you know, "religious 
things." Secular, then, involves every-
thing else that they do: work, sports, 
business, recreation, family life, etc. 
There is almost no connection at all 
between the two. God is included in 
one and almost completely ruled out of 
the other.  
 It is true that we do live in two 
worlds. Yes, we do spend much time in 
making a living, but we should never 
forget that we are citizens of heaven 
(Phil. 3:20). 
 Many may think that God is glorified 
only in what we do in "worship" or 
"devotional" life—not so! Paul was a 
tent maker by trade. This was his busi-
ness, but it did not keep him from mag-
nifying the Lord in his everyday life. 
David was a poet and a musician, but 
this was not separated from being king 
over Israel and fighting battles for God. 
One part of his life did not glorify God 
more than the other.  
 There were no divisions in the life of 
our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ; he 
said, I do always those things that 
please Him (John 8:29).  
 Also Paul said, Whether therefore ye 
eat, or drink, or whatsoever ye do, do 

all to the glory of God (I Cor. 10:31). 
Therefore, he said we are to present our 
bodies a living sacrifice, holy accept-
able unto God, which is our reasonable 
service. In all of this, the apostle is giv-
ing us the rule which governs his life 
and experience and should be ours as 
well. 
 

Sanctified Determination 
 
 This should be the determination of 
every believer, that God is going to be 
glorified in his body both in life and in 
death, for we are God's temple, God 
dwells in us!  
 Let us not think of great cathedrals of 
men's building, nor of greater move-
ments, but rather of great men, women, 
boys, and girls for Christ, a real honest 
living witness to the love of God and 
the saving power of Christ. 
 

Temples of God 
 
 God does not dwell in the Bible per 
se; it is his word; his power is in it. But 
God dwells in real living people, his 
people (Christians). Therefore, our 
lives should, yes must, glorify Him! 
What? know ye not that your body is 
the temple of the Holy Ghost which is 
in you, which ye have of God, and ye 
are not your own? (I Cor. 6:19) We 
must magnify him in our bodies while 
we live or He will not be magnified 
properly. This is a very sad thought that 
when we stand before Him at the Judg-
ment Seat of Christ we will hang our 
heads and say, "I'm sorry that my life 
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 We have an educational philosophy 
that goes beyond the humanistic phi-
losophy of the world.  Along with the 
philosophy of our public schools, with 
their “change agents” and their 
“dumbing down,” the secular colleges 
are no better.  That is why Antioch 
Baptist College is so necessary in our 
day. 
 Preachers and teachers need to have 
a solid foundation of scripture knowl-
edge, and Antioch is equipped to do 
that.

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didn't count much for you!" Since our 
bodies are God's temples, every com-
ponent part must be dedicated to His 
service, including eyes, tongue, hands, 
feet, and especially our minds. Some-
one has said, "A mind is a terrible thing 
to waste." I believe that every action 
starts in the mind and heart, or the inner 
person and is then translated to lust, 
feeling, determination, and then into 
action. 
 

Apostasy 
 
 What has happened to the minds of 
American Society?—Apostasy, that's 
what! Modernism, Materialism, Secu-
larism, and Atheism has so filled our 
thinking that the Bible truths of God 
(salvation, separation, true worship in 
spirit and truth) are almost nonexistent 
in our daily lives. 
 When God spoke to Israel in Hosea 
chapter four, verse six, He said, My 
people are destroyed for lack of knowl-
edge: Because thou hast rejected 
knowledge, I  will  also reject 
thee...seeing thou hast forgotten the 
law of thy God, I will also forget thy 
children. That was a terrible blow to 
the people of God in that day; but, 
friends, we stand upon the same thresh-
old today. May God help us to take the 
admonition that where there is no vi-
sion, or communication from God, the 
people perish. We have ruled God out 
of our public school system (no prayer, 
no Bible, and no Christian principles

accepted. Yet in Russia today the 
teachers in the public schools are beg-
ging for Bibles and videos on the Gos-
pel of Christ so that they might teach it 
to their children. 
 Eastern Europe is open to the Gospel 
of Christ and desiring Bibles. The Mus-
lims have already sent more than five 
hundred thousand "korans" to them. 
How many Bibles have we Baptists 
sent?!  I wonder, do the Christless re-
ligions have more zeal, more concern, 
more compassion than we who know 
the true and living God? Did you know 
that the Muslims are winning more 
converts in American than all Chris-
tians combined? Sad, isn't it? "Where 
there is no vision the people perish." 
 Yes, it is high time for us who are 
lovers of God and true believers in Je-
sus Christ to awake out of our lethargy, 
complacency, and worldly stupor and 
arise to the situation that surrounds us 
and say by the Grace of God, ...Now 
also Christ shall be magnified in my 
body...  We must totally submit our 
minds to Christ if we are to think right, 
Casting down imaginations, and every 
high thing that exalteth itself against 
the knowledge of God, and bringing 
into captivity every thought to the obe-
dience of Christ (2 Cor. 10:5). Let us 
saturate our minds with the Word of 
God, and obedience will follow. 
 Only one question would I ask: is 
Christ magnified through you? (Phil. 
1:20,21).  I want to challenge every 
believer to become more active in wit-
nessing and winning souls to Christ. Ω

 There were four hundred young men 
and women in the college graduating 
class at the end of summer, almost all 
of them school teachers. On the 
platform sat the faculty and the 
honored guests of the occasion, nearly 
everyone robed in doctoral splendor 
and looking quite dignified. It was an 
impressive setting. 
 
 The president of the college 
introduced the speaker. He was a 
leading Southern divine, a bishop of his 
denomination and quite regal in his 
robes.  "We now know,"  the 
distinguished clergyman said. "that we 
can no longer accept the Genesis 
account of creation. Science has 
established the fact that human life can 
be traced to the premordial slime that 
abounded on ancient ponds." 
 
 One Christian graduate said, "my 
heart sank within me.

What an infamous error!" 
 
 In the first place, science has 
established nothing of the sort. Science 
has yet to bring forth one concrete
